Summary

The course "American Literature” provides the study of the following periods: the American
literature of the colonial period of New England, Puritanism and its role in the development of American
literature of the first half of the XVII century and writers of the colonial period. Students have the
opportunity to study the heritage of American literature - the achievements of Puritan thought, the birth of a
new nation, the writers of the American Revolution, the Enlightenment in American literature, the formation
of realism, modernism and postmodernism. The course aims to give BA students knowledge of how US
literature has historically developed, what genres have been formed in different historical periods, how
popular they were with contemporaries and how they influenced the formation of personality, as well as to
acquaint students with American fiction; to show its social, ideological, moral and aesthetic significance
both in the culture of the United States and within the framework of world literature and culture. Therefore,
the course provides an overview of the work of American writers, focusing on the most important works and
literary phenomena, as well as characterizing the historical and literary processes that have taken place in the
United States since the sixteenth century.
